In this book Sri J.P.Vaswani has presented the lives 
and teachings of a few great souls.  We all recollect the visit 
of Sri Vaswani to Sri Sai Spiritual Centre in the seventies to 
meet Sri Radhakrishna Swamiji.  We are aware of his profound 
admiration, love and reverence for saints which transcends all 
narrow boundaries. In this book he writes with equal respect 
for Mother Teresa and Sai Baba; Adi Sankara comes alive 
in these pages as does Father Damien; Albert Schweitzer is 
featured here, as is Hasan Darvesh.  The book also contains 
vivid character sketches of the other torch-bearers of divinity: 
Kabir, Avvaiyar, Ramakrishna, Ramana, Jothi Ramalingam and 
so on.

Each chapter is preceded by a brief introduction of the 
saint written in a single page box with his or her message and 
contribution.  At the end of each chapter the sayings and a list 
of books of and on the particular saint are given.  This provides 
a variety of sources for readers wishing to delve further into 
the lives and times of the saints.  The character sketches are 
vibrant, comprehensive and take us directly to the dominant 
note of their lives.

All the personalities profiled in this book have one 
experience in common; they achieved enlightenment and strove 
to remove human suffering.  This book makes an elevating, 
inspiring, and purifying reading.  The language bears the stamp 
of Sri J.P.Vaswani – very clear and lucid.

Do not lose a single opportunity in helping and serving 
others. Serve cheerfully and willingly. Never show Sunday-face 
or castor-oil face.

Utilise every minute in serving others in the best possible 
manner. Do not expect anything when you serve a man or when 
you give a gift. Thank him for giving you a good opportunity to 
serve him.

Service of man is service of God. Service of humanity must 
not be mere mechanical acts. It must be done with Atma Bhava. 
Service is Yoga for the purification of heart, and the consequent 
descent of light. All the workers must drill and hammer the mind 
with this Bhava.

Do service of others with the feeling that God dwells in all 
and receives your service as worship. The world is nothing but 
a manifestation of God. Service of humanity is service of God 
only. Service is worship of God. Never forget this. God can be 
best served or worshipped through the service of His creatures.

When you serve, remember that you work for God. Do 
every act as Isvararpana, an offering unto God. You will soon 
grow spiritually. You will soon be transmuted into divinity. Always 
scrutinise your motives. Slay selfish motives.

Remember God is the inner prompter who impels you to 
action. You are only His instrument. On account of egoism, one 
thinks that one does everything, and so one is bound. Work in 
the awareness of being pulled by the Cosmic Will. You will have 
more strength, less vanity. Work will not bind you.

It is through the light provided by the self-effulgent Lord 
within you that you are able to work. Feel this every moment of 
your life. Act as a trustee, not as an owner or proprietor. You will 
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not be bound, as there will be no ‘mine-ness’. Ora et labora. 
Pray and work. This is the formula of a Karma Yogin for God-
realisation.

Help and service, but do not fight. Create harmony, 
peace, but not dissension, discord, and split. Pocket insults 
when offered. Blame and praise are sheer vibrations in the air. 
Soar above them.

Do every work perfectly well with concentration and 
devotion. Be absorbed in work. Give your full heart, mind, and 
soul. Do not care for results. Do not think of success or failure. 
Do not think of the past. Have complete confidence. Practise 
self-reliance. Be cheerful always. Keep a cool, balanced mind. 
Work for work’s sake. Be bold and courageous. You are bound 
to succeed in any undertaking. This is the secret of success.

Work in a systematic and methodical manner. Be fiery in 
service. Also be intent on service. Take a little rest, and sleep 
only for some time.
